






LEASEAGREEMENT

14. LIENS

LESSEE shall keep the Property free from any liens, including, but not limited to, those
arising out of or in connection with LESSEE'S improvements, any work or labor done,
services performed, materials or appliances used or furnished for or in connection with
any operations of LESSEE, work or construction, or obligations incurred by LESSEE,
including, but limited to, workmen's compensatlon or withholding taxes, and at all
times, promptly and fully pay and discharge any and all claims upon which any such
lien may or could be based, and to indemnify and hold WTA harmless against all
costs, expenses, liabilities, claims, or damages, including, but not limited to, attorneys'
fees and costs of suit.

15. ABANDONMENT

LESSEE shall not vacate the Premises at any time during the term of this Agreement

16. DAMAGE AND REPAIR

ln the event of partial destruction of the Premises during the term which requires
repairs to the Premises, WTA shall make repairs if and only if WTA receives insurance
proceeds sufficient to cover the cost of the repairs, provided LESSEE gives to WTA
thirty (30) days' written notice of the necessity therefore. No such partial deshuction
shall in any way annul or void this Lease, except that LESSEE shall be entitled to a
proportionate reduction of the Base Rent while such repairs are being made. Such
reduction will be based upon the er:tent to which such repairs shall interfere with
LESSEE'S business operations, unless LESSEE was the cause of such repairs, in
which case no pause in or reduction of the Base Rent shall occur. lf during the last
year of the term of this Lease the Premises is damaged as a result of fire or any other
insured casualty to an extent in excess of seventy-five (75%) percent of its then
replacement cost (excluding foundation(s)), LESSEE may, within thirty (30) days
following the date such damage occurs, terminate this Lease by written notice to WTA.
lf LESSEE does not so elect, this Lease shall continue in full force and effect, and the
Base Rent shall be proportionately reduced.

NoMithstanding the foregoing, if the Premises is damaged or destroyed at any time
during the term to an extent of more than seventy-flve (75o/o) percent of its then
replacement cost, or if insurance proceeds are not sufficient to cover the cost of any
repairs, WTA may, within sixty (60) days following the date of such destruction, notify
LESSEE of its intent not to repair the Premises and terminate the Lease. lf WTA does
not elect to terminate, WTA shall promptly rebuild and repair the Premises, and
LESSEE'S rental obligation shall be proportionately reduced as hereinabove provided.

17. DEFAULT AND TERMINATION OF LEASE

17 .1 LESSEE shall be in default of this Lease in the event that:



LEASEAGREEMENT

1. LESSEE fails to timely pay Base Rent or any other financial obligation to
WTA;

2. LESSEE fails to secure, maintain, or renew any necessary approval or
license;

3. LESSEE fails to comply with any applicable rule or regulation, or any
license or approval granted to LESSEE by any governmental agency;

4. LESSEE ceases to do business or suspends its/his/her sales; or
5. LESSEE fails to comply with any term, obligation, or condition of this

Agreement.

17.2 lf LESSEE is in default, WTA may terminate LESSEE'S right to occupy
the Premises by any means available under Washington law or by any
laMully existing remedy. Provided, however, that LESSEE shall have
three (3) days to cure any monetary default and ten (10) days to cure any
non-monetary default from the date of WTA's written notice to LESSEE
of default.

17.3 This Agreement shall automatically terminate, and LESSEE shall
immediately cease operations upon notice from the state and/or local
health officials that LESSEE has failed to comply with any health or
safety regulation or requirement in association with the operation, or the
continued operation represents a health hazard to LESSEE'S customers.

ln the event of termination or expiration of the Lease, LESSEE shall have
fifteen (15) calendar days, or other timeframe subject to WTA approval,
to remove all of LESSEE'S equipment and signage from the Premises
and leave the Premises and WTA owned Equipment in the possession of
WTA, and in a neat, clean, and damage-free condition, normal wear and
tear excepted. lf upon termination or expiration, LESSEE fails or refuses
to remove LESSEE'S property, WTA may remove, store, or sell the same
and apply the value received therefrom against any costs incurred by
WTA in removing any such property and then to any consideration owing
to WTA by LESSEE with the balance, if any, paid to LESSEE.

18. HAZARDOUS MATERIAL

LESSEE shall not cause or permit any Hazardous Material to be brought upon, kept,
or used in or about, or disposed of on the Premises by LESSEE, its agents,
employees, contractors, or invitees, except in strict compliance with all applicable laws,
regulations, codes and ordinances. LESSEE shall indemnify, defend, and hold WTA
harmless from any and all claims, judgments, damages, penalties, fines, costs,
liabilities, or losses, including, without limitation, remediation costs, fees, and
expenses, diminution in the value of the Premises or Property, damages for the loss or
restriction on use of rentable or usable space or of any amenity of the Premises or

Property, or elsewhere, and sums paid in settlement of claims, attorneys' fees,
consultant fees, and expert fees incurred or suffered by WTA either during or after the
Lease term. Without limiting the foregoing, if the presence of any Hazardous Material
brought upon, kept or used in or about the Premises by LESSEE, its/his/her agents,
employees, contractors, or invitees, results in any unlawful release of Hazardous
Material on the Premises or any other propefi, LESSEE shall promptly take all
actions, at its/his/her sole expense, as are necessary to return the Premises or any
other property, to the condition existing prior to the release of any such Hazardous
Material; provided that WTA's approval of such actions shall first be obtained.

As used herein, the term "Hazardous Materials" means any hazardous, dangerous,
toxic, or harmful substance, material, or waste, including any pestlcides or dangerous
chemicals used in the production and processing of marijuana as defined in WAC 314-
55, the Washington State Model Toxics Control Act, or the Comprehensive
Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act. Hazardous Materials also
includes biomedical waste, which is or becomes regulated by any governmental
authority due to its potential harm to the health, safety, or welfare of humans or the
environment. The provisions of this section shall survive expiration or termination of
this Lease.

,19. PERSONAL GUARANTY

21 FEDERAL INTEREST
The Federal Transportation Adminiskation (FTA) requires WTA to maintain the
Property as a transit station and any incidental use of the Property, including
LESSEE's use of the Premises, must follow FTA rules and regulations in effect at
the time of Lease execution. Such FTA rules and regulations are hereby
incorporated by reference as additional terms and conditions of the Lease that
LESSEE must comply with.

Upon notice from WTA, LESSEE shall take all action requested by WTA
regarding the use of the Premises and Propefi, including termination of any use
by LESEE and/or his/her/its invitees, as determined to be necessary by WTA to
provide transit services.

Should any Federal rule or regulation change which impacts LESSEE'S use of
the Property or WTA's originally intended use, the Federal rule or regulation will

LESSEE shall not hold any special event or apply for any liquor licenses for the
Premises without the written consent of WTA, which WTA may withhold in its
sole discretion and without cause.

22.1 No Assiqnments/N o Subcontractino. This Agreement shall be binding on
the parties and their successors and assignees. LESSEE may not assign
this Agreement or any of its/his/her obligations, nor sublet the Premises
without the prior written consent of WTA.

22.2 Non-Disc rimination. ln the performance of this Agreement, LESSEE shall
not discriminate on the grounds of race, color, creed, national origin,
religion, sex, age, marital status, veteran status, income level, or disability;
nor exclude from participation in, deny the benefits of, deny employment
in, or otherwise subject to discrimination anyone under this Agreement,
employment, or services provided.

22.3 Venue and Forum. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed
according to the laws of the state of Washington. Any suit to interpret or
enforce this Agreement shall be brought in the Superior Court of the State
of Washington, Whatcom County, which forum shall have sole and
exclusive jurisdiction and venue.

22.5 Notices. Whenever notice is required to be given under this Agreement, it
shall be given in writing, and in the case of notice pursuant to the
termination of this Agreement, such notice shall be given by certified or
registered mail, return receipt requested, to the following respective
addresses or to such other respective addresses as either party may
hereafter designate in writing. Notice sent by mail shall be deemed to
have been given three (3) calendar days after proper mailing, and the
postmark affixed by the U.S. Post Office shall be conclusive evidence of
the date of mailing.
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22.4 Waiver of Default and Severabilitv. Waiver by the WTA of breach of any
provision of this Agreement shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any
other or subsequent breach and shall not be construed to be a
modification of the terms of the Agreement unless stated to be such in
writing, signed by the WTA and attached to the original Agreement. lf any
provision of this Agreement or any provision of any document incorporated
by reference shall be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other
provisions of this Agreement which can be given effect without the invalid
provision, and to this end, the provisions of this Agreement are declared to
be severable.

I. RECITALS

1.1. Simultaneous with this Guaranty, Lessee has executed the Agreement, whereby
he/she/it has promised to timely pay amounts due and owing under the Agreement to WTA.

1.2. WTA requires Guarantor to execute this Guaranty as a condition to the Agreement
becoming effective.

2. GUARANTYAGREEMENT

Guarantor irrevocably, unconditionally, and absolutely:

2.1. Guarantees Lessee's punctual payment to WTA of all amounts under, and the
performance and observance ofall the other terms, covenants, and conditions of the Agreement;

2.2. Waives diligence, presentment, and demand for payment, notice of dishonor,
protest, notice ofprotest, guarantee, nonpayment at maturity, and indulgences and notices ofevery
kind, and consents to any and all forbearances and extensions of the time ofpayment of the sums
due under the Agreement, and to any and all changes in the terms, covenants, and conditions of
the Agreement thereafter made or granted; it being the intention ofthe parties that Guarantor shall
remain liable as a guarantor under this Guaranty until all amounts due under the Agreement have
been fully paid by Lessee; and the terms, covenants, and conditions of the Agreement have been
fully performed and observed by Lessee, notwithstanding any act, omission, or thing which might
otherwise operate as a legal or equitable discharge of Guarantor;

Part 2 - Scope of Work

2. A Introduction

WTA's service area includes the cities of Bellingham, Ferndale, and Lynden, as well as
incorporated regions surrounding these communities. In 1993 the Lummi/Marietta area
was annexed and incorporated into the WTA service area, and in 1994 the Western
Whatcom County area [Blaine/Birch Bay/Semiahmoo/Cherry Point] was also annexed and
incorporated.

WTA's Lynden Station ("Property") has operated for a number ofyears, serving as a
satellite hub for fixed route services throughout the county. Other modes of transportation
such as WTA Paratransit Services, rideshare, and private transportation (chartersJ carriers
frequent the center at various times during the day.

2.8 Background

The Lynden Transit Station is located at 1945 Front Street, Lynden, Washington and shown
on Appendix D. There is 7,779 square footage of leasable space currently operating as a
privately-operated food concession with preparation and service area, seating area, and
dry storage, which is shown on that map attached hereto and incorporated by reference as
Appendix D ("Space"J. There are four (41 parking spaces closest to the Lynden Transit
Station building designated by WTA for exclusive use associated with the Space. The
concourse area, seating area, and restrooms within the building, and other parking spaces
on the property are shared areas.lointly used by WTA personnel, riders, and customers.

This RFP seeks proposals and offers to enter a lease agreement for up to L0 years with
WTA for use of the Space.

The Space includes a concession area with outdoor area, a storage room, and restrooms,
The following equipment is owned and belongs to WTA, is located in the Space, and will be
included as available for use by the Lessee as part ofthe Lease:

2. C Technical Requirements

The successful Proposer will be required to execute the Lease attached as Appendix A
("Lease"), and provide a Personal Guaranty attached as Appendix B ("Guaranty"l. These
terms and conditions, include the following particulars:

Permitted Uses:

The property sits within in the City of Lynden's Regional Commercial Services (CSR) zone.
Proposers will ensure that Lynden zoning ordinancel permits the type ofbusiness.

The proposed business must not impact WTA's ability to provide transit service2. Similarly,
the proposed business will ensure any advertisements or displays meet WTA's transit
advertising content policy in Appendix C.

WTA Will Provide:

1. LandscapeMaintenance
2. Supply and install all replacement exterior lamps/bulbs including the parking lots.
3. Maintenance and repairs as needed to building system equipment, including but not

The portion ofactual electricity, water, sewer and garbage charges allocable to the
Lessee. Any additional utilities such as telephone, cable, and internet are at the
expense of the Lessee.

Rent:

WTA has established a fair market rental value range of$675 - $700 per month. However,
WTA is willing to consider a different monthly rent that may be offered by Proposers. In
addition to an agreeable monthly rent, the Lessee will be expected to pay the following
expenses:

Each year the Lease is in effect, a rent increase of 10% will be assessed on the anniversary
date.

A deposit equal to three (3J months ofthe proposed rent will be due at Lease signing and
held until WTA accepts the Space after the Lease ends. WTA may withhold funds to cover
outstanding rent or repairs. Nonetheless, WTA is willing to consider a different deposit
amount that may be offered by Proposers.

2. D Scope of Work

Lessee shall, at a minimum:

1. Keep the property, all improvements, Lessee's equipment and personal property in
a clean and orderly condition and appearance at all times.

2. Maintain, repair, and replace, as needed, all equipment.

3. Lessee shall be responsible for all janitorial services including supplies on the
property including but not limited to:
o Window washing of interior and exterior windows.
o All floor cleaning and related floor care services including daily floor cleaning,

regular stripping and sealing of hard surface flooring, and commercial carpet
cleaning.

. Daily litter removal and clean up in and around facility, sidewalks, and
concourse.

o Cleaning all interior surfaces and equipment in the facility, including ventilation
grills in ceilings and walls.

5. Provide a presence on the site to report behavior or medical problems. The Lessee
is not acting for or on behalf of the WTA as a security agent and Lessee is not
authorized to forcibly or other otherwise confront any person with a behavior or
medical problem and should at all-times report any such problems to 911.

6. Answer transit related questions and be familiar with the bus schedule as it
pertains to Lynden station.

7. Repair any damage to the Property caused by Lessee or its agents, employees or
invitees.

WTA will maintain full access to the building and parking lot for public transit use. Upon
notice from WTA, Lessee and its/his/her customers shall take all action requested by WTA
regarding the use of the property outside ofthe Space, including termination ofany use, as

determined to be necessary by WTA to provide transit services. Such shall include, but is
not limited to, the obligation to cease using parking spaces on the Property beyond the four
(4] designated spaces and areas outside the Premises.

Lessee will occupy the space no less than 48 hours per week and during WTA operation
hours. The Lessee has the option to be open during holidays that the WTA does not provide
service over and above the 48 hour minimum. Similarly, Lessee has the option to close
during those holidays that the WTA does provide service.

Lessee shall be solely responsible, at its/his/her own costs, for all repairs and maintenance
ofthe equipment and personal property and shall maintain all improvements.
