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Approach
We have developed a comprehensive approach to 
address the key elements covered in the project 
scope. That approach, along with our staff’s ability to 
undertake the work is outlined in this section. 

Task 1: Project Management
We will begin the project by holding a kickoff meeting 
with key WTA staff. At this meeting, we will review and 
revise as necessary, project scope, schedule, budget, 
risks, and deliverables to ensure expectations are clear. 
We will also reach consensus on project communication 
protocols, including providing team members with 
information needed to deal effectively with issues, 
including whom to inform of specific issues and whom 
to contact for assistance.

As project manager, Aaron Gooze will be the point 
person for contact with project staff as well as the 
internal team. Aaron will manage technical aspects of 
the project, including quality assurance and quality 
control, and he will maintain regular communication 
with the WTA project manager. Aaron will provide 
monthly progress reports documenting the status of 
both the work effort and the budget.

Task 2: Public Involvement Plan
An important component in the development of WTA’s 
Long Range Plan will be community involvement. The 
public profile of a project is only as strong as public 
confidence in the process. Therefore, developing a plan 
that includes public engagement during key junctures 
of the project in partnership with local communities 
and institutions, key stakeholders, transit agencies and 
riders will go a long way to ensuring support from the 
community. Elements include: 

›› Developing an overarching Public Involvement 
Plan (PIP) that establishes clear public involvement 
goals, opportunities for community engagement, 
and examples of how the Long Range Plan 
support team will utilize public input to develop 

the report. We will engage the public through 
integrative outreach with existing public efforts, 
ongoing engagement opportunities, and low-
barrier engagement techniques such as mailings, 
campus info sessions, walk and transit tours, on-
site pop-up studio sessions, and online public 
outreach and surveys. The PIP will integrate lessons 
learned from Strategic Plan outreach efforts.

›› Implementing a structured decision-making process 
and a clear communications roadmap of engagement 
opportunities and decision points to ensure informed 
consent by all stakeholders. Stakeholder interviews 
performed under WTA staff guidance will allow the 
team to best tailor the plan to the agency’s needs.

›› Providing content for a website or poll developed and 
maintained by WTA to allow community members 
and stakeholders to weigh in on the Long Range Plan.

We understand that stakeholders bring different 
interests and priorities, including issues such as 
commute times, transit reliability, bicycle and 
pedestrian safety and accessibility, ADA access, 
urban design vision, and many others. If challenges 
arise, broad and early stakeholder engagement can 
help identify issues early and help avoid potential 
challenges. As such, the Public Involvement Plan will 
be an integral component throughout the Long Range 
plan’s development, with touch points occurring at 
varying times for each stakeholder group.

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Task 3: State of WTA 
Transit Service
The information gathered from the PIP effort will 
be supplemented with an evaluation of the current 
conditions and the identification of trends that will 
impact transit in the future. This baseline analysis  
will leverage information provided by WTA including 
information from the 2017 Strategic Plan and 
Environmental Scans and include an assessment of 
existing service, travel demand, land use forecasts, and 
the current and forecasted financial situation of the 
agency as well as its role in the region. 

Additionally, the planning context will include a 
summary of future travel trends such as commuter 
services, emerging transportation technology, and 
expected transportation investments in the area. This 
baseline evaluation will set the stage for identifying how 
each component of the plan should address current and 
expected conditions in the future.

EMERGING TRANSPORTATION 
TRENDS AND TECHNOLOGY

 Vital to any comprehensive planning process is 
a clear understanding of the potential impacts 
of emerging transportation technology. 
This includes the growth and impact of 
transportation network companies such as 
Uber and Lyft and shared mobility services for 
first/last mile connectivity to transit, along with 
the potential impacts of autonomous vehicle 
technology. Transit speed & reliability tools and 
technology will also be addressed. 

Fehr & Peers has become an expert at 
providing guidance on transportation 
technology impacts. We provided technology 
assessments for King County Metro’s long 
range plan, METRO CONNECTS, and Everett 
Transit’s Long Range Plans, amongst others. 
Additionally, through our work with Spokane 
Transit Authority, Josephine County, and the 
City of Kirkland, we helped identify emerging 
mobility trends and provided our clients with 
data and recommendations to best incorporate 
emerging technology into their transit network. 
Our work on Sound Transit’s Express Bus 
Network Plan involved evaluating over five 
years of travel time data to identify trends in 
how different routes have been affected by 
increased congestion. 

As part of the WTA planning process, we will 
provide an overview of the opportunities 
and challenges inherent with emerging 
transportation technology and what it means 
for transit service in the future.
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New forms of data can provide insight on travel patterns 
within Whatcom County, including the use of cellphone and 
GPS data sources. The example below is from our work on 
Josephine County’s On-Demand First/Last Mile Access study 
in Grants Pass, Oregon. We used data sources like StreetLight 
Data to identify key corridors where travel demand is high and 
where transit could be a viable option.
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Task 4: Goals, Objectives, and 
Performance Monitoring
WTA’s mission statement includes key elements such as 
safety, reliability, efficiency, and innovation. A primary 
objective of this task is to establish a long range vision 
that provides context and clarity for how WTA will 
achieve that mission. A thorough review of Strategic 
Plan goals and policies will provide background for 
recommended new and/or updated goals to support a 
future comprehensive transit network and a thorough 
engagement process will allow the community to guide 
the decision-making process. We will ensure goals 
and objectives align with partner agency long range 
and climate action plans by engaging with local and 
regional partners to formalize the objectives of the Long 
Range Plan. Fehr & Peers has extensive experience in 
developing performance criteria that provide innovative 
perspectives on the performance of different transit 
strategies. We have supported agencies throughout 
the region in quantitatively measuring transit’s impacts 
on greenhouse gas emissions, access to transit, 
productivity, equity, and financial performance. 

Task 5: Transit System Scenarios 
Development and Evaluation
The evaluation of a set of scenarios can help address 
a number of questions regarding how best to achieve 
the long range vision. Key questions to be asked in this 
process include:

››  How should the needs of increased 
frequency and increased coverage be 
balanced throughout the County?

››  What are the key origin and destination patterns 
and how can they best be served by transit?

››  How can service be equitably deployed to provide 
opportunities for all residents of Whatcom County?

››  How do different service options support 
sustainability and climate action goals?

››  How might changing travel demand patterns and 
technologies impact the outcomes of the scenarios?

Guided by the vision and policies discussed during the 
initial workshops and State of WTA Transit effort, Fehr 
& Peers will support the development and evaluation 
of a set of transit service scenarios that reflect a variety 
of objectives and strategies. Scenarios will be broad 
and cover high-level assumptions based on network 
coverage, transit frequency, destination prioritization, 
and financial considerations such as service hours and 
fleet availability.

The results of this analysis will help guide a 
comprehensive discussion regarding how WTA may 
provide service in the future and how they may 
adapt to changing conditions. Fehr & Peers is well-
versed in ridership modeling, including recent project 
applications of TBEST and regional travel demand 
models. Additionally, we would leverage our custom-
built transit Accessibility+ tool to provide a unique 
perspective on how different scenarios impact transit 
access to opportunities such as jobs, schools, and 
services. This tool can quickly adjust inputs and 
assumptions to test various transit service factors and 
their access effects. A set of qualitative and quantitative 
performance metrics will aid in the decision-making 
process and may include the following elements which 
align with Key Performance Indicators:

›› Ridership potential

›› Proximity to transit

›› Travel time comparisons

›› Equity and social justice

›› Greenhouse gas emissions

›› Other priorities identified through outreach

Task 6: Infrastructure, 
Fleet, and Funding
A successful long range planning process incorporates a 
robust evaluation of the capital and financial elements 
necessary to support the preferred service planning 
scenarios. We will build off our experience developing 
long range capital needs assessments for King County 
Metro’s METRO CONNECTS and the Everett Transit Long 
Range Plan to assess WTA’s 20-year outlook based on 
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the transit scenario options. Fehr & Peers will work with 
WTA staff to determine the desired capital elements 
to include in analysis, and we will develop estimates 
for the number of facilities needed to accommodate 
the potential future scenarios and their associated 
costs. Current state of the practice transit elements will 
be considered, such as bus stop design and spacing, 
bus stop integration with non-motorized modes, fleet 
electrification, speed & reliability treatments, and other 
capital-related fleet and facilities needed to adequately 
serve the future transit network. Fehr & Peers will 
develop a phased capital improvement approach to 
address financial feasibility and potential changes in 
transit and mobility technology.

Task 7: Identification of Strategies
We understand that long range plans should be 
visionary, forward-thinking, and innovative as well as 
reasonable and practical. Fehr & Peers will work with 
WTA to develop creative strategies to implement ideas 
proposed throughout the planning process. We will 
build from our experience working with other agencies 
and bring a best practices toolbox to the table for 
discussion. This is an opportunity to recommend the 
best transit tools, concepts, and solutions and apply 
to the physical environment in Whatcom County. We 
are prepared to discuss elements such as street design 
that prioritizes transit and non-motorized mobility and 
safety, speed & reliability enhancements to provide 
transit predictability, and suitable locations for transit 
investment based on site context and land use.

Task 8: Draft and Final 
Plan Preparation, Review, 
and Adoption
The Fehr & Peers team will support WTA in developing 
a final document that provides a clear set of goals 
and a vision of how transit will enhance mobility 
and accessibility in the future. The final plan will 
incorporate the findings deliverables from the Public 
Involvement Plan, objectives and strategies and 
scenario development, along with a comprehensive 

summary of the financial and operational elements 
necessary to achieve the vision. The final plan will be 
presented in a way that is easy for all stakeholders and 
community members to understand WTA’s vision for 
future transit service. We understand that a plan is only 
effective when there is a clear implementation strategy 
that highlights specific actions necessary to improve the 
transportation outlook for the future.
