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Amendment #1 — Cooperative Agreement between WTA/WWU
Reference 1A-7408 Student Bus Pass Agreement

This modification is made between WESTERN WASHINGTON UNIVERSITY (WWU) and
WHATCOM TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY (WTA). On September 1, 2017, WWU and
WTA entered into an agreement providing student bus passes. .

WHEREAS both WTA and WWU have declared a state of emergency in response to the
COVID19 outbreak; and

WHEREAS WTA has temporarily ceased collecting fares with a resumption date to be
determined; and

WHEREAS this applies to students taking at least six (6) credits and passes are incorporated
and loaded to the student ID card; and

WHEREAS the WWU campus is temporarily closed and all classes are being taught online
during spring and summer quarters and neither WWU or WTA can project when operations will
resume to normal

WHEREAS WWU determines prior to the start of Fall Semester 2020 that due to its continued
response and assurances to the health and safety of its students and the campus community
that its classes will continue to be provided online, WTA and WWU will meet at the soonest
opportunity to discuss further possible suspensions of services;

THEREFORE, WWU and WTA agree to the following:

1. Term of Agreement: The term of the agreement will be extended through June 30,
2021 (was August 31, 2020).

2. WWU Payment to WTA for Student Transportation Services: Payment for the
Summer Quarter 2020 student bus passes is suspended. Student ID cards will not be
required to board WTA buses while fares are suspended. WTA estimates a revenue
loss of $44,920 for Summer Quarter.

3. Upon resumption of normal campus operations beginning in September 2020 and
during the 2020/2021 Academic Year, the per-student FTE quarterly bus pass rate
will be $21.91

Should WTA resume fare collection during Summer Quarter 2020, WTA will notify
WWU immediately. WWU students wishing to have a WTA bus pass for Summer
Quarter will purchase a pass direct from WTA at the same student rate available to
the general public. WWU will lead the communication effort notifying its students how
to obtain a bus pass. WTA will assist in the communication effort when requested by
WWU.
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4, TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF EXISTING AGREEMENT REMAIN THE SAME:
WWU and WTA agree the terms and conditions of the original Agreement remain in
effect except for the items noted.
